The Students’ Union will engage in efforts to inform
members about opportunities to vote and provide access
to polling in all levels of Canadian democracy due to a
belief that the participation of informed citizens is of
utmost importance in our society.

UASU Perks (perks.uasu.ca) is a gamification platform.

UAlberta students earn points for activities like checking in at
events, participating in a donor-backed vaccination promotion
contest, or taking small surveys. Students can redeem points

for real-world goods (e.g. branded socks or mugs).

This survey (September 2-6, 2021) received 1819 unique
responses, of whom 1555 identified as eligible to vote in
Canada. Most were undergraduates; around 5% identified as
graduate students or recent graduates. On a 5-point Likert
scale, 90.8% said they would probably or definitely vote.
