ZHANG/ALLARD MOVE THAT, upon the recommendation of Bylaw
Committee, approve Bill #2 to amend CRO and DRO hiring procedures in first
reading based on the following principles:

1) The elections staff hiring process shall be transparent, consistent,
and unbiased.

2) The hiring committee for the Chief Returning Officer shall include
a non-voting council representative member, a non-voting
administrative staff member, voting judicial members, and the
outgoing Chief Returning Officer who shall chair the committee and
break ties.

3) The hiring committee for the Deputy Returning Officer(s) shall
include a non-voting council representative member, voting judicial
members, and the incoming Chief Returning Officer who shall chair the
committee and break ties.

4) The hiring committee shall recommend a candidate for the
position of Chief Returning Officer to Students’ Council for ratification.

5) The hiring committee shall hire Deputy Returning Officer(s).
6) If the Chief Returning Officer position is vacant after the hiring
process, the Council Administration Committee shall explore options to
fill the position.
