SMITH MOVED THAT the Internal Review Board recommend to
Students' Council that
1. it repeal Article VIII of the Students' Union Constitution; and

2. it approve changes to Students' Union legislation subject to the
following principles:

(3) that Students' Council annually set the level of the Students'
Union fee;

(b) that there be a register of dedicated fees maintained;

() that every fee listed in Section 3 of Article VIII of the Students'
Union Constitution be included on that register;

(d) that Students' Council have the power to amend the register
by simple majority vote;

(e) that a referendum have the power to amend the register;

(f) that any amendment to the register made by referendum not
be amendable by Students' Council for a period lasting from its
inception to the April 30 occurring not less than four and not
more than five years later.

(9) that any motion by Students' Council to strike an item from
the register must be passed before December 31 of the Council
year.

Here is a brief rundown of my recent time-gobblers:
Students’ Union Undergraduate Survey 2004

The Vice-President (Student Life) and | have been working vigorously with Dan
Costigan, our Senior Manager of Marketing and Communications, and Academic
Technologies for Learning (ATL) to ensure this survey comes to fruition and is as useful
to all stakeholders as possible. We have had numerous meetings to add, delete, re-
word, shorten, and generally discuss survey questions. Dan is working on a survey plan
(e.g., cost, sampling method, administration method, etc.) and he and | are also
putting together a proposal to go through the U of A’s formal Ethical Review process.
We will be arriving at a more precise idea of the total cost soon and how much we
anticipate receiving from the U of A units that are asking questions on the survey. You
can likely expect an item on the August 24 Council agenda seeking Council approval
for the Exec to take money from the Special Projects Reserve (SPR) to fund this
project. We will be giving a presentation at the beginning of the meeting and will
have more detailed information available for you at that time.

Faculty Associations

The Associate Vice-President (Academic) has been busy planning a retreat for the
Council of Faculty Associations later in August. We have also been working with the
Director of Student Groups to attempt to resolve some issues with FA registration and
status for the 2004-05 year.

“Transcript Line”

| had a meeting with three representatives from the Office of the Registrar and
Student Awards to discuss my idea of a line only for people wanting transcripts or,
alternatively, a more general “express” line. It was felt, though, that this solution
would not help students to the extent it should, given the extremely high number of
transcripts printed on some days or during certain time frames on a given day, and the
high variability in terms of when these high volume times occur. When they say that
they print a lot of transcripts on some days, they aren’t kidding!! | was quite shocked
at the numbers, which were well into the thousands on many days. They felt this line
could very well end up being the longest. The concern was also raised that a number
of students want more than one transcript printed at a time and often want them
placed in sealed, stamped envelopes. This service slows down the whole process and
defeats the purpose of “express.” The Office is seriously looking at enabling students
to print off unofficial transcripts through Bear Tracks, since many students only need
unofficial ones. It was felt that this might be a better way to decrease line-ups at the
Student Access Centre, so only those needing official transcripts or having other
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business to deal with not available online would need to come in person. | will be
thinking these issues through in more detail and will evaluate the purpose and value of
pursuing this further.

Congress of Canadian Student Associations (CCSA)

As the President mentioned in his Report to Council, the Executive has been trying to
deal with some issues that have arisen in the past few weeks surrounding the location
for CCSA 2005, as voted on at CCSA 2004 in Winnipeg, Manitoba in May. We wrote a
diplomatic letter raising a number of questions that need clarification by certain
parties and sent it to Executives of other student associations across Canada and other
appropriate people.

Presentation at University Teaching Services’ Orientation for New Professors

| was invited to bring a student voice to the session entitled “What Good Teachers Do,
What Good Teachers Think, What Students Value” as part of a three-person panel
consisting also of two award-winning professors. | gave a brief (well, not that brief)
presentation that discussed the major challenges students face today, how these
challenges are reflected in students’ behaviour, what students look for when they
"shop around” for a class, some common complaints students have about their
professors, and 11 qualities students value in a good teacher. The take-home message
was that a good teacher is someone who genuinely cares about students and shows it.
The presentation went over well, | answered some questions, and | met Christopher
Knapper, a big wig in the field of teaching and learning in higher education theory.
Thanks to AAB for their thoughtful ideas, which formed the basis for this presentation!

Re: the dedicated fees motion on your August 10 Council agenda
Dear Jordan,

As I'm sure you must understand, the Gateway is gravely concerned to find this motion on council’s
agenda. Recognizing that council’s itinerary is not under your control, it is still deeply troubling for us
to discover that members of the SU’s legislative wing would even consider measures as utterly
ridiculous as those proposed.

Never mind the obviously anti-democratic implications of setting aside your constituents’ lawfully
recorded directives to collect fees for our various fellow DFUs, we feel it necessary to specifically voice
our profound disappointment that this matter has come to light on such short notice. We appreciate
and thank Vice President Law for doing us the courtesy of notifying us; however, for an issue of this
magnitude to surface with all of 72 hours notice (said notice arriving on a weekend no less) is an act of
egregious bad faith.

This bad faith is troublingly compounded by the fact that nobody at any point has formally consulted
us about the impact any changes to the fees would have on our operations. To proceed in such
ignorance constitutes a major breach of diligence, even negligence, on the part of any councilors
initiating and supporting this initiative.

We trust that your guidance and councilors’ own good sense will combine to lead council to decline to
even consider this malicious and ill-conceived initiative. Even so, we ask that council, in doing so,
consider reaffirming the sanctity of dedicated fees as a legitimate and democratic aspect of providing U
of A students with services; we ask for such a reaffirmation in the hopes it might serve to discourage
rogue elements from further damaging the otherwise positive relationship existing between our
organizations.

| haven't seen anything except what APIRG sent out (I've

been making a point of not keeping up with Council). There big problem
with DFUs is this: how can we ensure that students still support a DFU,
while simultaneously providing some assurance of stable funding for DFUSs,
not overburdening the ballot with re-approving them en masse, and ensuring
that they have independence of action if applicable.

IMO, it makes no sense to use the current approach, which is basically
"once a DFU, always a DFU" (unless an angry mob of 2500 signatures, or
Steve, intervenes). | think there's a lot of merit in re-legitimizing

DFUs every few years (for example --- when was CJSR's last referendum? |
haven't had an opportunity to vote on the fee, or even on changing it up

or down a bit, in the six years I've been here). Even beside that point,

2500 signatures (or Steve) is rather a lot to ask in order to ensure that
students still support a DFU's fee.

One way to do this re-legitimization would be to have Council set DFU
levies each year (which some DFUs oppose for obvious, and good, reason),
or have the fees go to referendum each year (which would burden a lot of
the smaller, less well-known DFUs; make election costs skyrocket; and
unduly burden voters). Both of these methods suck. In addition, DFUs
wouldn't have any ability to engage in long-term planning.

On the other hand, | think it's entirely too easy to establish DFUs. All

you need is 2500 signatures, and it's not all that hard to get, especially

for trendy (okay, I'm going to come out and say it, 'progressive’ leftie)
causes. Say, APIRG. It's a lot easier to get the sigs to start a group

than it is to get the sigs to kill one, let alone comparing the

difficulties of the respective campaigns (compare establishing APIRG, at
what, $3 / term? against killing the Campus Rec heresy at about the same
amount). In addition, you run into the problem that some DFUs end up
looking rather different than what you might imagine, given the campaigns.
As an arbitrary example, I'm going to pick APIRG. There's no way on
Cthulu's green earth that you can possibly claim that APIRG doesn't have
an institutional political bias, but this was one of the claims made

during the campaign.

So: my proposal (ripped off in large part from Kyle's) is something like

this. In order to establish a DFU, you would need a referendum which
would provide you with provisional funding for one year. As that year
elapses, you get to go automatically (if you want) to referendum to become
a permanent DFU. In short, you have to pass two referenda, back-to-back.



If you're a reasonably competent group and are doing what you said you
were doing, the second referendum should be a cakewalk. If you're neither
of these, you will hopefully get shot down, as you should be.

Next, | would suggest that DFUs authorizations have terms of between two
and four years. You could structure it so that the terms get longer, the
longer a DFU exists, or you could structure it so that it's based on how
controversial it is, or something. As the authorization terms come up for
renewal, the fee goes automatically to referendum. | would be very
tempted to prevent the DFU's resources from being used on either side of
the question, although | wouldn't prevent the people involved in the DFU
from campaigning. If the referendum to retain passes, the fee gets
another term. If it fails, then you get a one-year period of provisional
funding, and another referendum if you want it. If that referendum fails,
the fee dies. I'd also impose a waiting period (which could be waived
with Council consent) of a year or two, to prevent continuous referenda.

Is this perfect? No. But | think it makes DFUs substantially more
responsible to students for the money that they're collecting from
students.

Oh --- and | would require that all DFUs offer an opt-out. The obvious
way to do this is via the SU, which could do a central point of opt-out so
that you could opt out of specific ones or all of them, if you really
wanted to.
