Know Your Dedicated Fee Unit (DFU)

Introduction

Dedicated Fee Units are groups that receive funding from the Students’ Union via special fees set in
place by referendum. As per Bylaw 6100, all DFUs must have space for at least one Councillor to sit as
a voting member on the board that administers the fund.

Gateway Student Journalism Fund

The Gateway Student Journalism Fund shall be used for the support of the Gateway Student
Journalism Society.

The mandate of the Gateway Student Journalism Society is:

to publish at least fifteen issues of the Gateway during each Fall or Winter term;

2. to offer advertising rates discounted by at least ten percent to the Students’ Union and
registered student groups;

3. todevelop, advertise, and implement actions to resolve complaints about the editorial policy
of the Gateway and its staff; and

4. todevote a portion of any budget surplus to providing scholarships for undergraduate
students.

The Landing Fund

The Landing fund shall be used for the support of The Landing Society for Gender and Sexual
Diversity.

The mandate of the Landing is:

1. To offer support for gender and sexual diversity at the University of Alberta and related
communities;

2. Tosupport LGBTTQQPIANU+ communities and individuals, as well as their supporters,
friends, families, and loved ones;

3. To promote gender equity on a broad scale, and advocate for the safety and acceptance of
individuals of all genders and sexualities in campus life; and

4. To offer a safe space to LGBTTQQPIANU+ individuals, as well as workshops, educational
sessions, and outreach activities for all persons.

Student Legal Services of Edmonton Fund

The Student Legal Services of Edmonton Fund shall be used for the support of Student Legal Services
of Edmonton.

The mandate of Student Legal Services of Edmonton is to assist undergraduate students not enrolled
in Augustana Faculty and members of Edmonton’s low-income community with legal issues, free of
charge.
