Dear Council,

It is so hard to believe sometimes that we have already reached this point of the year. | am
preparing how to transition my successor, and the nostalgia is certainly there as | remember
when | transitioned into the position 2 years ago. However, there is still work to be done!

1. CAUS Policy Committee: The committee had a conference call on February 10 to lay out
and re-evaluate CAUS’ very outdated policy manual. We hope, with the help of members’
established political policies such as ours, update approximately 5 of the most pressing topics
before the end of the year.

2. CASA staff interview: On February 11, | spent the greater part of the day interviewing
candidates for the position of Communications and Public Relations Officer for CASA’'s Home
Office. We successfully chose a candidate who started on March 2nd!

3. QSU caucus: From February 13-16, | represented CASA at the Quebec Student Union’s
February caucus in Montreal. The QSU unanimously ratified the CASA-QSU partnership
agreement, which was a large priority of mine to renegotiate as CASA Chair.

4. CASA SuperCon: From February 16-22, | was in Ottawa with President Bhatnager,
Councillor Sunday, ASC President Belcourt, and EAA Nelson at CASA’s Advocacy Week +
AGM conferences. Due to the federal election last fall, CASA combined two conferences into
the span of a week which was certainly an exhausting amount of work. Delegates from across
Canada met with 130 MPs, Ministers, Senators and stakeholders to discuss financial aid,
UNDRIP, international work permit, and other priorities. After 3 days of advocating on
Parliament Hill, Irek Kusmierczyk (Parliamentary Secretary for Employment, Workforce
Development, and Disability Inclusion) stated in the House of Commons that the federal
government would be implementing 3 of CASA’s asks from our lobby document, and another
that we have advocated on in the past. | remain hopeful that the upcoming federal budget will
be a positive one for students given the difficulties we have seen provincially. Additionally, the
CASA membership welcomed the Kwantlen Student Association from BC as a new member,
and unanimously ratified the CASA-QSU partnership!

5. Speech from The Throne and Provincial Budget: On February 25, the provincial
government opened the latest session of the Legislature with their Throne Speech. It
highlighted very little about post-secondary education (for better or for worse). Then, on the
27th the 2020 provincial budget was introduced. While mental health grant funding was

maintained, there was very little to nothing in this budget to improve the affordability,
accessibility or quality of post-secondary education in Alberta. We continue to make our
thoughts plenty clear to the Minister, and anticipate a meeting between the Minister of

Advanced Education and student leaders in the coming weeks to discuss our thoughts on the
budget.

6. Sustainability and Capital Fund: Just worth noting that | have spent a great deal of time
over the last couple weeks helping with the campaign. A huge shout-out to President
Bhatnagar for all the work she has put into this project!!!

7. Chancellor Election: On March 6, the University of Alberta Senate will elect the next
Chancellor. | will have the opportunity to ask the candidates a question on behalf of students
during the process. More information to come!

As we near the end of this year, let’s all do our best to finish as many unfinished projects as
possible. Make our legacy count!

Hey Everyone!

Thank goodness elections are over, I'm so proud of how all of the candidates did and
congratulations to the incoming executive! The last few weeks have been busy preparing for
the Sustainability and Capital Plan, but here’s a few other updates:

1. Student Care Coordinator - DoS

The job posting from the Dean of Students Office has recently closed for the positions of
Student Care Coordinator. This position will work to supports students in need of supports or
who may be in distress - and focuses on sexual violence supports.

This position was mentioned at the Deans Advisory Committee on February 26th, during the
Augustana Forum. While the Students’ Union has advocated towards the hiring of the sexual
violence prevention coordinator for the last few years, we are happy to see the University hiring
positions specialized to support victim survivors.

2. Council of Residence Associations Strategic Plan

The Council of Residence Associations consists of the VP Student Life and all of the
Presidents of the residence associations. It functions as a committee both for advocacy and the
sharing of best practices in engaging students and organizing large events. CORA also acts as
a consultation body for residences.

As Chair of CORA, | am leading the creation of the strategic plan to set the vision for the
upcoming years in residence life. This plan seeks to embolden the longevity of residence
associations and provide a framework for future executive years to continue the large advocacy
goals for residences. The strategic plan has been completed and will be a useful tool to
transition the incoming SU and Res Association executives.

3. Board Finance and Property Committee - Residence Increases

On February 27th, | provided a comprehensive residence climate overview to the Board
Finance and Property Committee. They were voting on the new residence increases and asked
many questions to myself, Akanksha, and the administration. We came equipped with strong
arguments and data to support, alongside hundreds of letters from residents pleading the
board to vote no.

Wet’suwet’en.
