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THE DETAILS

● 3$ per student per term
● Only Fall and Winter terms
● For full-time and part-time students, 

off-campus students do not pay

The fee collection will be Sept 2023-Sept 2027 
(4 year FAMF).

With 1,400 undergraduate students, we are 
estimating an income of 8,400$ annually.



REFUND MECHANISM

has to come to the KSRSS office in 
VVC and fill out a google form. 

● This must be done before the 
September add/drop deadline for the 
year.

● The refund cheques will be issued and 
ready for collection on week after the 
add/drop deadline.
