The University of Alberta and the University of Alberta Students’ Union occupy Indigenous land in amiskwaciswaskahikan
(Beaver Hills House), on Treaty 6 territory. From time immemorial, the banks along the river valley have been known as the
Pehonan, a meeting place for the néhiyawak (Cree), the Niitsitapi (Blackfoot), Métis, Dénesytiné (Dene),
Ojibway/Saulteaux/Anishinaabe, Haudenosaunee and others. The University, the Students’ Union and much of the city are
located on the unlawfully stolen land of the forcibly removed Papaschase Cree.

We acknowledge that sharing this land gives each of us the responsibility to research the historic contexts of Treaty 6,
to reflect on our personal relationships to the land, the Nations we’ve named, and to our roles in upholding justice on this
territory. Since they began, the Students’ Union and the University have benefited from historic and ongoing dispossession of
land and resources from Indigenous Peoples. As a result, it is our responsibility to seek the restitution of this land and its
resources. Finally, we seek to do better by working to make our learning, research, and governance align with the histories,
languages, teachings, and cultures of First Nations, Métis, and Inuit Peoples in the land presently occupied by the Canadian
state.

We encourage critical reflection by asking the following question. In relation to the territory on which you are
situated, what role do you play in strengthening the resistance and resurgence of Indigenous students within your
communities?

QUESTION PERIOD

THIESSEN: Questions VERGHESE about the by-elections’ turnout.

VERGHESE: States that there wasn’t much voter turnout, but it filled about 10 vacant
seats overall (including vacant seats in GFC).

THIESSEN: Asks what strategies are going to be implemented to fill the remaining
seats.

VERGHESE: Answers that it is mostly going to be getting the word out by going to
different buildings and talking to students.

MOHAMED: Asks Flaman regarding an update about the quotes for Dewey’s
washroom upgrade.

FLAMAN: Answers that they are still waiting for a second quote.

THIESSEN: States that the work done by councilors (and SALs) is important to serve
the community and need not be compared to the efforts of Executives. Executives
have more of a workload and it is fair that they receive compensation for it.

FOTANG: States that the conversation isn’t meant to be steered toward Executives
versus the Councilors. Rather the intent for council remuneration is to steer the
conversation towards the impact of the work being done and how it compares to
other volunteer work around campus.
